How to use WMG labels

· These labels are designed to save you lots of time.

· They stand alone as a scheme of work. They cover everything you need to deliver the national curriculum in English and mathematics. They will be slightly adapted to match any new terminology in the new curriculum when this is finally agreed and sanctioned by Parliament.

· You do not need to match the labels to the strategy framework guidance. This is done for you and the framework is being phased out next year anyway. However, do look at the framework for ideas on activities to deliver the learning objectives – there are some really good suggestions. There is one learning objective on the top of each label (WALT).

· There are several success criteria on each label (WILF).

· Cut and paste the label into your planning as your learning objective and success criteria.
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· Choose the most exciting, interesting motivating activity you can, to deliver the learning as shown on the success criteria. The frameworks will give you ideas or you might look at scheme books. Or just dig into your own experience!

· You can:

· use the labels on the IWB to give an overview of what is expected at the beginning of a unit

· or just show the learning objective and  get the pupils to come up with their own success criteria and then show them the label as one I did earlier ‘Blue Peter style’

· use the labels on the IWB to introduce each lesson and show only those success criteria you want to cover in that lesson. Delete the others.

· use the labels on the IWB during the lesson and in the plenary to help pupils evaluate progress. Show only those success criteria you want to cover in that lesson. Delete the others.

· print the labels for the pupils to use as group or individual prompts when they are working independently. You can number or annotate for different groups if you want to. Delete unwanted success criteria according to the amount you want to cover and the ability of the pupils. Use labels from the year above or below for differentiation if necessary. The labels will print out two to a page if you are using pdf format so they can stick them in their books or one to a page if you want to stand them on the desk.

· print the labels for the pupils to use to self evaluate (use blue boxes) at the end of the independent work. Delete unwanted success criteria according to the amount you want to cover and the ability of the pupils. You can number or annotate for different groups if you want to. Use labels from the year above or below for differentiation if necessary. You will need to model the self evaluation process. Pupils get very good at it with practice. The labels will print out two to a page if you are using pdf format so they can stick them in their books or one to a page if you want to stand them on the desk. I advise pasting into books as this then forms an individual learning log.

· use the labels for the teacher to evaluate the work and confirm the pupils’ assessment (use green boxes). This is your marking process. It is much quicker than any other method and makes sure next steps for learning are identified.  Ensure you give the pupils time to go back and rework where necessary during the week. This is the bit of the assessment for learning process that often gets missed out and yet it is the most important - identifying next steps in learning and then following them up.

· track pupils progress by looking at the labels in the books and use the information to inform APP judgements.

· use the printed labels for the pupils to peer evaluate instead of the teacher (use green boxes) at the end of the independent work. Use labels from the year above or below for differentiation if necessary. 

· use the and/or use the labels on the IWB at the end of a unit to assess progress over the whole unit

English labels

· The labels are colour coded so that you can track learning in each of narrative (red), nonfiction (green) and poetry (blue).

· The labels are based on the national framework and are numbered to follow the framework units but stand alone to deliver the national curriculum.

· Each unit has at least one label (sometimes more) for reading, speaking and listening and writing.

· Each unit has a summary introductory sheet for use on the IWB that shows all of the labels that will be used in that unit, divided into reading, writing and speaking and listening. You can use this to set the scene and connect to previous learning.

· Each of the labels is available for individual print out or use on the IWB as detailed above.

· Reading labels can be used in the whole class lesson to set the scene and then utilized to structure guided reading sessions.

· Use the photos in the photo gallery to act as a stimulus for written and/or speaking and as a backdrop for drama.

Mathematics

· The labels are written to match each of the seven strands of the mathematics framework.

· The progression is clear within each strand.

· Either match the label to the framework unit you are covering.

· OR:

· Choose your own order of delivery based on the labels in each strand.

· Make sure you plan to revisit different strands over the course of the year so that pupils do not forget their learning. (This is why the framework was rewritten in the way that it was).

· Choose appropriate activities from the framework and/or schemes of work.
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
